Together with Mireille Vardabedian he formed a piano dvo, and they perform
regularly in Paris as well as all over France, taking part also in television and radio
programmes. They have also recorded for the Cenwre d'Art National Francais. Richard
Phillips is a regular pianist for the French radio and for many years accompanied the schools
broadeast.

His compositions fall into two categories, the first comprising several volumes of
didactic pieces for a wide variety of instruments including the piano, violin, cello, viola,
clarinet, trumpet, trombone and harp. Many of these compositions have been adopted as set
works by the main Paris conservatoires and a number of competitions. At the same time
Richard Phillips is also noted for his chamber music for various combinations of instruments.
All his chamber music has been performed in France or abroad.
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
